e You may sit in one of the right-side altar chairs until it is time to read, or you may come forward prior to the Prayer of the Day.

e When speaking, please project your voice and make sure you are speaking as loudly and clearly as possible.

e The lessons may be introduced simply by saying,

"The Old Testament Reading is from the number chapter of book."

FIRST READING: Acts 2:1-21
Before Jesus ascended into heaven, he told his disciples they would be filled with the Holy Spirit. Now, surrounded by signs of
fire, wind, and a variety of languages in their midst, the people were amazed and astonished at Jesus' promise coming true.

When the day of Pentecost had come, they were all together in one place. 2And suddenly from heaven there came a sound like
the rush of a violent wind, and it filled the entire house where they were sitting. *Divided tongues, as of fire, appeared among
them, and a tongue rested on each of them. *All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other languages,
as the Spirit gave them ability.

GOSPEL.: John 14:8-17 [25-27]

Though the disciples struggle with Jesus' nature and identity, they receive the promise that they too will be identified with God
and God's mission. Though he must leave them now, Jesus promises the coming of the Advocate whom God will send to
comfort and enlighten them.

®philip said to him, "Lord, show us the Father, and we will be satisfied." *Jesus said to him, "Have | been with you all this time,
Philip, and you still do not know me? Whoever has seen me has seen the Father. How can you say, 'Show us the Father'? °Do
you not believe that | am in the Father and the Father is in me? The words that | say to you | do not speak on my own; but the
Father who dwells in me does his works. *'Believe me that | am in the Father and the Father is in me; but if you do not, then
believe me because of the works themselves. **Very truly, | tell you, the one who believes in me will also do the works that |
do and, in fact, will do greater works than these, because | am going to the Father. **| will do whatever you ask in my name, so
that the Father may be glorified in the Son. *If in my name you ask me for anything, 1 will do it.
